cernslabout!capacity,!land!normal!replacement!which!requires!additional!
investment.

The!Bay!Area’'s!mass!transportation!system!is!alcomplex!multi-modal!
systemlthatlis'key!to!the!Bay!Area’s!leconomy.!The!shortfalls!in!projected!
funding!willltranslate!into!fewer!improvements!tolservices!as!the!popu-
lation!grows.!The!net!result!'will'be!poorer!performance!and!delay!of!
services!by!thelvarious!transit!modes.

Thelaviation!grade!re'ects!the!shortfalllin/funding!levels!and!delays!in!
strategic!expansion.!!lflallowed!to!continue,!this!will!place!the!regional!
airltransportation'hubslin'the!position!of!creating!major!delays!to!the!
stateland!nationallair!transportation!system.

Theloverall!grade!oflthe!Bay!Arealgoods!(freight!and!cargo)!movement!
systems!should!have!alllconcerned.!This!grade!lis!re'ective!loflthe!current!
capacity,!forecasted!capacity!'needs,!and!capability!oflgoods!movement!
access.!Combined,'these!elements!falllbelow!average!and!pose!a!poten-
tially!'serious!impact!on!the!localleconomy.
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Signi! cantlinvestmentlis'needed!to!assure!functional!park!and!open!
spacelavailability!in'the!future.!!Existing!parks!and!open!spaces!will'be!
negatively!impacted!without!increased!investments.

Urban Stormwater and Flood Control

Locallstorm!drainage!systems!manage!runofflfrom!urbanl!areas,!often!
draininglinto'the!rivers!and!the!Bay.!While!these!systemsltypically'have!
capacity'to!carry!runoff,!they!do!not!have!the!capacity!to!meetlincreas-
ingly!stringent!water!quality!standards.!Californiallaw!places!severe!
constraints!on!the!collection!oflstormwater!utility!fees!that!other!states!
uselto!fund!this!critical!category!oflinfrastructure.

The!quality!of!drinking!water'is!good.!Howeysigni! cantlinvest-
ments!are!needed!toladdress!the!lrecommended!renewalland!replacemen
maintenance,!security,!and!reliability!funding!for'the!Bay!Area’s!water!
infrastructure,!as!welllas!to!prevent!further!deterioration!of!the!lexisting!
systems.!Theselinvestments!willlincrease!sustainability!and!willlinsure!
water!supply!and!infrastructure!reliability!into!the!future.

Strong!regulatory!pressure!coupled!withicommunitylinterest!results!in!
performancelat!thisthigh!levélasewaterlagencies!havelinvested!in!the!
pipes,!pumps,!and!treatment!plants!that!protect!water!quality!and!pub-
lic'health.!Currentlrates!are!generally!adequate!to!provide!forlongoing!

maintenance!needs.!
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
